Built in 1932, the Starland Dairy supplied milk to Savannah residents through the 1980s. Though the 

building has been unoccupied for some time, it remains a fixture in the neighborhood with 30 years’ 

worth of art and graffiti coloring its industrial art deco façade and tiled interiors. This prominent historic 

property within the vibrant Starland District is currently being restored as a mixed use indoor/outdoor 

market so it can continue to serve as a gathering place for the community.
